HOW ENERGY AUDITS WORK

In anenergy audit, an approved professional will walk through your building
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ENERGY AUDIT DEADLINES

Energy audits are required every 10 years.
The year in which a building must have an
audit done depends on its Atlanta Building ID.

A building with the Atlanta Building ID 223342
IS due for an audit by December 315t, 2022,
2032, 2042, 2052, etc.

Due to COVID-19 all buildings due for an
audit in 2020 have an automatic 1-year
extension.
